Looking Back to a Job Well Done, and

On Saturday, April 28, 2007, we repaired another 22 St. Mary’s County homes and
we welcomed 1,800 volunteers (400 more volunteers than we were expecting). Many
of these volunteers met their house captains for the first time. At some homes, it was
like a reunion-getting back together to assist another low-income, elderly, or disabled
homeowner.

We are not a one-day event; it’s just that the largest number of volunteers and the
vast amount of hands-on work gets done on our National Rebuilding Day, the last
Saturday in April. We are very grateful to everyone, many who have been helping us
for the past 5, 10, and up to 17 years. Our house captains and area coordinators
contribute three months in preparing a plan of action, compiling material lists, and
assisting us in recruiting skilled trades, along with helping with other logistical
needs.

What many people don’t know is who is working behind the scenes in leadership
roles, and we are especially grateful for the volunteers who donate months and
sometimes years of community service to make our program a success. To share a
few examples: Darene Kleinsorgen and John Parlett, Jr., along with the members of
their committee spend at least 6 months in preparing for the Southern Maryland Farm
Life Festival, and they have been co-chairing this committee for the past 10 years.
(Yes, they are always looking for volunteers—especially for the Festival days--second
weekend in October).

For the past three years, Sandra Guy and her son, Jamie, have served as co-chairs
of our Picnic Committee, and they have done a wonderful job. Starting in February
each year, they begin calling a long list of food and beverage donors who each give
a portion to our volunteer picnic. They even recruited family members to join with
other Christmas in April volunteers in following up the phone calls and picking up the
food and beverages prior to Christmas in April day. Sandra and Jamie will continue
serving in various roles on our Board of Directors, but are stepping down as Picnic
Chairs.

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Logistical Support

Logistical planning plays a big part in our National Rebuilding Day, and committee chair Fred
Morton helps with these preparations.

Throughout the Year...

Volunteers are needed throughout the year. You don’t need to be a carpenter or plumber to
help with planning activities, offering office support (filing and typing), fundraising activities, or
helping to distribute homeowner applications.

Since we try to reach out to as many people as possible, our meeting schedule
fluctuates: One month, we meet at 8:30 am; the following month’s meeting will be at 7 pm. Then the
next month, we’re back to 8:30 am again. If you want to be reminded of the meetings, call or
email us and we’ll put you on our monthly mailing.

Last November, under the leadership of Jennifer Misner (Fairfield Inn) and the help of Ann
Lewis (Maryland Bank & Trust), Carolyn Huff (Chesapeake Publishing Corp.), Phil Sperin (Metro
Restaurant & Janitorial Supplies), and Dean Fogel (So. MD Wine Society) we celebrated the 6™
